Any country in which CFS/ME research is being conducted, or any country which recognizes CFS/ME as an illness, is eligible to have an Ambassador and a Student Ambassador serve on the Membership Committee of the IACFS/ME

The Professional Program

The IACFS/ME seeks one CFS/ME researcher or healthcare professional from each country willing to promote the goals of the IACFS/ME and encourage CFS/ME researchers and healthcare professionals to join our organization.  Membership Ambassadors will serve on the Membership Committee and recommend new members.  Membership Ambassadors will work within their own countries to promote CFS/ME education, research and patient care.  Membership Ambassadors who know students working on an advanced degree utilizing CFS/ME as the subject of his or her work, will encourage those students to become either a member of the IACFS/ME or a Student Ambassador.  Any individual who is a CFS/ME researcher, or a CFS/ME healthcare provider, or is a patient who belongs to a patient advocate group may serve as an Ambassador.

The Aspiring Student Program

To fulfill its mission of sustaining advances in CFS/ME research and patient care, the IACFS/ME wishes to promote and mentor student interest in CFS/ME amongst students interested in pursuing careers in CFS/ME research, patient care and related careers in the health sciences.  We invite such students to join our organization where they will receive exposure to CFS/ME researchers and healthcare providers and have an opportunity to become involved with the world’s leading researchers and healthcare professionals.  To further encourage student membership, one Student Ambassador is sought for each country to serve on the Membership Committee.  Student Ambassadors will serve the same functions amongst their peers as the more senior Membership Ambassadors do for established researchers and healthcare professionals.
